Building in Common: An International Community Engagement towards 
Sustainable Design and Construction is a project that engages 
communities in green construction practices that supports sustainable 
energy use in an international context. During knowledge exchange 
activities in the last year, the Building in Common project has introduced 
multiple Armenian, Hong Kong and Mainland Chinese publics to our 
methodologies and proposals for learning from and experimenting with 
traditional Armenian building techniques augmented by new innovative 
materials and methods.
Throughout the spring and summer of 2024, we engaged multiple 
experts, stakeholders, locals, architects and engineers to disseminate 
and discuss ideas of architectural local heritage, landscapes and issues of 
climate, materiality and resource, through innovative and sustainable 
construction.Through three design and build workshops, community 
members, local architects and students,have been able to build through 
a process of understanding traditional construction techniques and using 
contemporary materials in an experimental manner, thus learning and 
relearning old building practices and understanding the site and 
landscape as heritage in itself.
